He has also played in six films by Christophe Honoré, from "My Mother" (2004) to "The Beloved" (2011). Furthermore, Garrel has directed three shorts: "My Friends" (2008), "Petit Tailleur" (2010) and "La Règle de trois" (Rule of Three, 2011). He is about to start his first feature film.
