DIRECTORS

Director 1: Christophe Gautry • Born 4th June 1976 • Biography: Since Christophe Gautry graduated from La Poudrière animation school in 2005, he works for Folimage studio as FX director on various projects. In the meantime, he also codirected three short films with Arnaud Demuynck - “La Vita Nuova” (2008), “The Lunatic Council” (2010), "An interrupted Spectacle" (2012) –, works on more experimental films like "Vertige" (2012) codirected with Mathieu Brisebras, and writes scripts for fiction and animation series.
Director 2: Arnaud Demuynck • Born 11th August 1966 • Biography: After having written several original scenarios for fiction and animated films, in 2000 with "L’Ecluse" (The Lock) Arnaud Demuynck set out to direct a “choreographic fiction”. In 2001 he decided to focus exclusively on animation and directed his “choreographic trilogy”: "Signs of Life" (2004), "The Shadow of the Veil" (2006) and "Breakout" (2007). While also pursuing his career as a producer of short films, which he considers as a vital genre for animation (see his catalogue at www.euroanima.net), he began, in 2007, to develop a series, "Par les fenêtres" (Through the windows), inspired by 19th century poets. In 2008, he co-writes his first full length film "Le Vilain Petit Chartreux" (The Naughty Little Chartreux), with director Fabrice Luang-Vija. It was again with this other animation enthusiast that he set up www.toondra.com in 2006, the first website entirely devoted to selling short animated films on line.
